


INTRODUCTION

COVID 19 has brought with it great uncertainties with profound impact on the tourism
industry. In an effort to provide more confidence to tourism partners in key source market
countries he authorities in Seychelles hagtecided to provide special Stattsa group of 7
countries. These are the United Kingdom, France, Germany, Italy, Switzerland, Austria and
the United Arab Emirates.

The aim of this initiative is to provide more confidence to visitors coming from these
countries and to reassure them thaven when their particular country does not feature on
the permitted list of countries they will still be able to travel to Seychelles. Thisis in
particular when there is a spike or a rapid surge in the number of CQVIEases in their
country of aigin.

Under normal circumstances whenever this happens and the number of cases go beyond a
particular threshold, visitors from these countries would not have been allowed to travel to
Seychelles. Under this new initiatjvethey are from any of thenentioned seven countries

with SecialJatus, and if the country does not featuom the list of Permitted countries,

they will still be allowed to travel but more stringent sanitary measures will apply

outlined in this advisory

This new initiative Wil come into force as of October 12020andwill remain valid until

such time that these countries are reintroduced on the lisPefmitted Countries



http://tourism.gov.sc/wp-content/uploads/2020/09/List-of-countries-from-which-visitors-are-permitted-to-enter-Seychelles-wef-14-September-2020-UPDATED.pdf

CONDITIONS OF ENTRY

Additional health safety measures that will permit visitéxam the countries withSpecial
Satusto travel and stay in Seychellase describedn the sections below. In summary these
measures are

1. APCR test for COVID must be done notnorethan48 hours prior to departure
from the country of origin

2. After arrival into Seychellethje visitormust stay in a designated establishment and
may not leave the premisdsr 5 days.

3. Arepeat PCR test will be performed on tHeday. If the test result is negative, the
visitor willbe free to continue with his planned holiday the test resulis positive,
the visitor will be required to stain a designated stagafe hotel until cleared by the
Public Health Authority.

It is important to note that these procedures are subject to charagel visitors are invited
to check for the latest requirements on the Tourism and Health wehsites

PRETRAVEL PREDURES

A negative PCR test certificate from an accredited or Government certified laboratory within
48 hours prior to departure to Seychelles must be submitted.

Allvisitors must ensure that their accommodation is authorised to receive viditons the
countries with Special Status. Referttee List of Authorised Accommodation

Visitors mushave a valid travel insurance with full medical coverage, includigiB19
related medical care, for the duration of theintire stay in Seychelles.

DURING TRAVEL

Ports of Transit and Entry

Visitors must adhere to strict public health measures (hand and respiratory hygiecial
distancingwearing of facemasksuring travel and transjt

Visitors must have correct documents (Public Health Authority perprtsted PCRest
results) forverification at ports oentry andtransit.

DISEMBARKATION PROCEDURES

Airport Arrival

Visitors will go through the health desk manned by public health officials, with temperature
screening, checks on symptoms, and review of test certificatedramdl documentsif
necessary.

Some visitors @y be selected, on the basis of the health checks and review of documents,
for additionaltesting on entry.

Visitors will be informed by the health officer of the health safety measures they have to
follow and will bebriefed on all termsand conditiongo stay at thér accommodation

Visitors will also beegistered androvided with details of follow up by healttepartment
officials




TRANSFERS

Transferdrom the Airportto Accommodation

Visitors must use authorised and certifisdnsportation. Allvisitorsmust observe rules for
physical distancing, avoiding close physical contact such as handshakes, and wear a
facemaskhroughout the journey to thesstablishments.

ACCOMMODATIORROCEDURES

Registration at the establishment will include signing an agreement to the terms and
conditions of stay.

Day 1 to Dayp

All visitors must remain on the premisef their transitaccommodation at all times
Visitors must adhere to all Public health guidafitendhygiene, respiratory hygiene and
coughetiquette, maintaining 1metre distanceor moreand makeconsistent use of
facemasksn enclosed settingspaily temperature and health chec&visitors willbe
recorded.

Visitors will undergo a PCR test on the 5th day after arrival at the transit accommodation.
This PCR test will be at no cost to the visitor.

Day 5 onwards

If the PCR test is negative, visitors will be free to continue with their plahokday. Ifthe

PCR test done is positive, the visitor will immediately be isolated. If visitors are tested
positiveandasymptomatic (not showing any sign of respiratory infection i.e. Fever, cough.
shortness of breath etc.) they will be either isolatedheir rooms or transferred to the

Stay safe hotels.
